SUBJECT: 	Major Disaster Declaration (DR-4209) - Applicant Briefing Meetings (Public Assistance Only) 


On March 25, 2015, President Barack Obama declared a major disaster for the State of New Hampshire due to a severe winter storm and snowstorm event on January 26-28, 2015.  The major disaster declaration for the Public Assistance Program has designated applicants in Hillsborough, Rockingham and Strafford Counties eligible to receive federal assistance.

If damages resulting in eligible costs from this event during the incident period were incurred, then your community/organization may be eligible for cost reimbursement under the Public Assistance Program. If your community/organization is interested in applying for disaster assistance, we ask that a representative who is familiar with the event and would be available to assist the Federal and State Teams throughout the process attend a meeting identified below.  

Please note that there is a 30-day period from the date of the declaration to submit a Request for Public Assistance (RPA) form to the State. The final submittal date of your RPA form is April 24, 2015 for all eligible applicants in the designated counties.
